 Families of Clients/Consumers: A statewide organization with a 
demonstrated ability to support the needs of families of clients/consumers 
with a board of directors and staff comprised of more than 51% families of 
clients/consumers. 

 Children and Youth (under 18 years) and their parents/caregivers: A 
statewide family-run organization with a board of directors and staff 
comprised of more than 51% parents and/or caregivers who have raised 
or are currently raising a child in the mental health system. 

 Transition Age Youth (ages 16-25): A statewide youth-run organization with 
a board of directors and/or staff comprised of more than 51% youth with 
experience in the public mental health system. 

 Veterans: An established statewide organization with experience providing 
programs and services related to the mental health needs of California’s 
veteran population. 

 Diverse racial and ethnic communities/populations: An established 
statewide organization with experience providing program and services 
related to achieving mental health equity for diverse racial and ethnic 
communities/populations and other vulnerable populations. 

 

 LGBTQ: An established statewide organization with experience providing 
program and services related to achieving mental health equity for LGBTQ 
communities.
